Only Show of Emotion 
Dr. Sam's only show of emo­

tion came when a reporter asked 
him whether he expected to g 
back to a "normal life " should 
he gain his freedom. 

Hesitating briefly, he finally 
answe~ed: 

"I certainly can't go back to 
living a normal life without my 
inother, my father apd my wife." 

(Dr. Stm's mother committed 
suicide three weeks after his 
conviction and bis father died 
two weeks later frotn a linger­
ing illness.} 

Smokes Placidly
